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Code Enforcement Reminders

With the autumn season upon us, there are some Fall related ordinances we would like to

remind you about. It is inevitable that the leaves will be falling, please do not rake the leaves

into the roadway. Waste Management offers free leaf pick up (no stickers required) on garbage

day until November 30th if those leaves are contained in paper yard waste bags.. Bags

containing grass clippings will still require stickers. Also, please remember that after a 2” inch

snowfall parking is not allowed on Village streets. Village plows need to be able to get the

streets clean in a timely fashion, and vehicle obstructions delay the process. Tickets will be given to those vehicles
parked on the street after 2” of snow if the plows are not out. If plowing is taking place, vehicles parked in the street
will be towed. If you have any questions regarding these, or any other Code Enforcement issues, please call the Code
Enforcement Division at (630) 897-1457, ext.

* Quick Village Reminders from the Public Works Department

1. Free Leaf Pick up - During the months of October and November leaves will be picked up

free of charge. No garbage stickers are required however the leaves must be contained in paper

yard waste bags (no plastic bags). Please remember that the free pick up is for leaves only, all

other yard waste requires 1 waste sticker per bag or bundle of brush (tied in armloads no longer

than 4 feet in length). This service will end on November 30th and any yard waste accumulated

after that date will not be picked up until April 2008. Please remember to not blow or rake leaves
or other yard waste into the roadway, this may result in a fine.

2. Free Mulch - Free mulch is available at the Village Public Works facility located at 318 Butterfield Road. Please
bring a shovel and containers. Mulch is replenished throughout the season and can be picked up at any time during
the day. Please call the Village at (630) 897-8228, ext. 260 to make sure that there is still mulch available.

3. Household Hazardous Waste Disposal - Household hazardous waste can be dropped off free of charge at the
Naperville Fire Station located on the corner of Route 59 and Brookdale Road, approximately 1/2 mile south of I-88.
The days/time for drop off are Saturdays and Sundays (except for holidays) 9:00am to 3:00pm. Please call (630)
208-3841 with questions.

4. Electronic Equipment and Book Recycling - Electronic equipment and books can be dropped off free of charge
at the Kane County Circuit Court Clerk Building located at 540 S. Randall Road, St. Charles, IL. 60174. These
goods can be dropped off on the second Saturday of each month from 8:00am to Noon. Please call (630) 208-3841
with any questions or send questions to email address recycle@co.kane.il.us.

5. Parkway Tree Replacement Program - The replacement of dead parkway trees will occur in October. To ensure
that new trees are not being over or under watered please contact the Village for a water bag to be placed around
the tree. It will be the responsibility of the homeowner to keep the bag adequately filled. If your parkway tree(s)
need to be replaced please contact the Public Works Department at (630) 897-8228, ext. 260 to be placed on the list
for next Fall’s replacement program.

6. Sewer/Sump Line Problems - Please call the Village first if you experience a sewer back
up into your home. By informing the Public Works Department of the situation,
crewmembers can check the main sewer line for any trouble prior to a plumber being
requested. Calls after regular Village hours (8:30am to 4:30pm M-F) should be directed to
the Police Department at (630) 897-8705 to have a public works crewmember paged.

Preliminary Riverfront Concept Designs now on Display for Comment

The Village of North Aurora Riverfront Viability Study has entered the Design Phase. After months of data gathering in the
form of mailed surveys, phone surveys, public workshops, Village Board workshops, and committee meetings, the Village’s
Riverfront consultant, Design Perspectives, has produced visual representations of potential Riverfront improvements. As of
now the concept drawings are on display in the main lobby of the Messenger Public Library (113 Oak St.) and will also be
displayed in the lobby of the Village Hall in the coming weeks (25 E. State St.). These drawings are preliminary, in effect,
they only represent the first attempt to design what residents and business leaders have expressed are their most desired
aesthetic enhancements along North Aurora’s portion of the Fox River.

Halloween Safety Tips for Kids

There are many ways to keep your child safe this Halloween (Trick or Treating Hours are 4:00pm to

8:00pm on October 31st), a time when children are more prone to accident and/or injuries. The excitement of

children and adults this time of year can sometimes make them forget to be cautious. Here are a few tips to

remember for this up coming Halloween. First, know the route that your child is planning on taking if you are

not going to accompany him/her. Second, try to make sure that a trusted adult is accompanying your child while he/she is
trick or treating. If you cannot accompany your child, see if another parent can, or maybe a teenaged sibling. Third, know
what other activities your child may be attending, such as parties, or school or mall functions. Fourth, be sure to set a time
that your child should be home by. Also make sure that he/she understands how important being home on time is. Fifth,
explain to your child the difference between tricks and vandalism. Throwing eggs at a house may seem like fun, but your
child needs to know that this type of activity is not a trick, but vandalism of property. And finally, please explain to your
child that animal cruelty is not acceptable. Kids may know this on their own, but peer pressure can make them think it is ok.
Make sure that he/she understands that harming animals is not only morally wrong, but punishable by law and will not be
tolerated.
